Streetscape Opportunities generally:
1. Option for proposed raised threshold
pedestrian crossing can be different
contrasting/ sympathetic surface
material.

2. Arrangement of street trees within
grass verge, increases future shade,
delineates town centre acknowledges
kerb side parking access vehicle and car
doors.

3. Garden beds at pedestrian crossing
points emphasise and direct use of,
grass verges elsewhere allow for ad-hoc
crossings.

4. Extent of line-marking at Duke st/
Kings St junction is minimised to reduce
the visual dominance of road space

5. Extent of footpath upgrade to be
confirmed to Kings Street west -
formalise driveway cross overs and kerb
edges, and clarify vehicle movement/
access points.

6. Location of overhead power lines
further guide use of small scale of trees

7.Wider footpath/ spill out space.

8. Driveway crossings surface colour/
materials relate to pedestrian footpaths
materials.

9. Improve verge/ footpath access
throughout. Grass verge allows for ah-
hoc pedstrian crossings to take place as
is current practice.

10. Inclusion of trees along boundary to
car park to provide shade to car parked
cars.
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
